A case of Japanese B encephalitis, diagnosed by clinical signs and Symptomé
and by the isolation of the virus, is reported.” The virus is identified by animal
susceptibility, complement fixation and neutralisation test. "The wvictim, an 8
year old boy, had been vaccinated with one injection against epidemic Japanese
encephalitis three months before the onset of the disease. Although the value of
encephalitis vaccine is generally accepted, it is felt that a complete prophy-
lactic immunisation course of three 1n]ectmns is necessary for obtaining a more
reliable immunity.
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
